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FUEL STORAGE SPCC PLAN ~ HAVE YOU WRITTEN ONE?  

In an effort to keep area farm operations good stewards of our community, Shelby County Co
-op, Shelby County Farm Bureau, Inc. and Shelby County Purdue Extension, sponsored an 
educational workshop about the need for farms to have a Spill Prevention, Control and 
Countermeasure  (SPCC) plan implemented for their operation.  Your on-farm combined 
storage capacity of diesel fuel, gasoline, lube oil, waste oil, hydraulic oil, crop oil, vegetable 
oil, etc. determines if you need a Tier 1 or Tier 2 plan.  
 

If a farm has been in existence prior to August 16, 2002, there should be a plan in place now.  
EPA could actually access fines for not having a plan in place; however, if it is a relatively 
new farm, after the August 16, 2002 date, you have until November 11, 2011.   
 

Fred Whitford, Director Purdue Pesticide Program, Purdue University, Shawn Lambert, Safety 
and Risk Manager, Co-Alliance LLP and Cecil Henderson, Shelby County Co-op Risk Man-
ager spoke to a group of 112 local farmers.  They went over the rules and regulations for con-
tainment and storage of fuel and oil products. At the end of the session several participants 
left with their SPCC plan in hand.
