WEED TALK with MARY 
With the unusually mild winter, you may find your yard looking a little weedier than it normally does in 

early Spring. Our expert, Mary, of Ace Hardware Shelbyville has some great suggestions for getting 

control of your yard before it takes control of you! 

Ĕ To get a jump start on the weeds already above ground, Ace Hardware carries Trimic Classic and 

2-4-D which can be directly applied to your yard, ridding your yard of the current weeds. 

Ĕ Once your above ground weeds have been sprayed  or to prevent future weeds, such as dandIilions, pick up a couple of bags of FEED 

& PREVENTOR to apply on a non-windy day. The weed control will keep future weeds from growing and the feed will help your grass 

take over the yard rather than the weeds! 

Ĕ If weeds are a problem in your driveway or sidewalk areas, Round-up can be used to kill weeds already up. For a ground sterilizer, a 

more permenant solution, use Primitol  but use caution and read the directions carefully! This will not allow anything to grow on the 

patch you apply to.
