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Put into use at the Shelby County Co-op approximately
35-years ago, the old grain leg system at the dry fertil-
izer building has been retired. The original leg was 120 feet high but 20 years
ago, the leg was rebuilt and resized to about 80 feet with repair being done to
the angles.

NEW BELT

The Crops Main branch moves 5,000 to 6,000 ton of dry fertilizer products in an average growing year. The stor-
age building houses Potash, DAP, Ammonium Sulfate and Urea.

The grain leg was in need of repair again so an alternative was suggested. Our new Paddle Chain conveyor sys-
tem moves more than 120-ton per hour compared to the 50-ton per hour the grain leg was moving. The con-
veyor system uses a chain belt system to move the product quicker and with much less damage to the dry fertil-
izer goods. Employee, John Wickliff, states the new system is saving him 10-15 minutes per delivery in dumping

time. The bins are filling up faster!
