      Your Co-op is just a month away from closing 

another very successful year.  All employees 

worked hard and succeeded in meeting the needs 

of our customers and members.  This year like 

every year had itõs unique way of keeping us 

guessing, working hard and taking risk.  

       We started out with the 2nd lowest national 

inventory on propane going into this past fall and winter season.  It proved to 

be a perfect storm before we got to this spring.  Along with the low inventory, 

we had the 2nd largest grain dryer year in our nationõs history.  Then we dealt 

with highest heating degree days in the past 25 years.  (Therefore the most 

consistent cold days in a row)  Then to really cause havoc to our Propane 

Department a regional shortage due to pipeline reversals caused us to 

source several loads from the Deep South to keep up with demand.  With 

creative purchasing, staying competitive and good source of common 

carriers we will complete this year with a record volume and earnings in 

our Propane Department.  These non-members dollars benefit all of our 

members and the future of your co-op. 

         This spring our Crops Team put in many hours along with creative 

purchasing and transportation to meet the 2nd largest NH3 pre-plant 

season in a ten year history.  Terminals continued to run out of product 

and trucks were in tight supply.  Crops department had two run outs that 

lasted less than a half day.  Competing with crop protection products left 

us no margin therefore Crops earnings this year will be down from last 

year.  We will continue to compete in the future and offer competitive 

pricing again next year.  Our spraying service continues to grow! We now 

have 7 units to serve our members in the future. 

        This cold winter also created a regional shortage in Dieselsõ too.  

Your co-op had to source product from two states to the west of us to 

meet your needs for motor fuel and even more so for our home heating 

customers.  We had a record number of our members contracting fuel 

this year which proved to be very beneficial.  Contracting fuels gave our 

members the opportunity to lock-in your seasonal fuel needs at historical 

low trends during the course of the year.  In fact our memberõs breakfast 

meeting in February we had several contract at the yearõs low on diesels.   

        Ace Hardware slipped a little this year due to new competition in 

town.  Our challenge next year is to capitalize on the products we do well.  

Our new state of the art paint line is an example of one of the changes 

we made this year.  

        With one month to go your co-op should complete this year with a very 

successful year due to the employeeõs hard work, member support, and capi-

talizing on non-member revenues to keep your co-op a vital part of your busi-

ness.
