Petroleum earnings suffer-

ing from a decrease in supplier patronage and having a long contract positions in a bearish 

market has resulted to a downside in their earnings.  Most all other departments compare to 

last yearôs   earnings with the exception of our L.P. department who was blessed with over 

850 new customers.
